(Duxbury, MA) – Duxbury Police Officers have assisted in the apprehension of a suspect following a hit and run accident on Rte. 3.  State Police reported a hit and run accident on the northbound side of Rte. 3 Monday evening around 7:15 PM.  Duxbury Sgt. Dennis Symmonds located the suspect in a damaged vehicle on Rte. 14 near Rte. 3.  As Sgt. Symmonds approached, the suspect fled on foot into a wooded area.  Duxbury Officer Ryan Cavicchi and his K-9 partner Zar responded to the scene and began a track.  K-9 Zar found the suspect hiding on the ground, behind some trees, several hundred yards into the woods.  Upon being subdued by the K-9, the suspect (Joshua D. Correa, 25, of Middleboro) was taken into custody by State Police.  At several points during his custody, the suspect fought with officers and had to be restrained.  Questions regarding the criminal charges and the accident should be directed to the Massachusetts State Police.
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“Sgt. Symmonds’ alertness and Officer Cavicchi’s rapid response with the K-9 were responsible for the capture of a dangerous and violent individual.  Incidents like this demonstrate the importance of specialized units like the K-9.  Had it not been for the availability of the K-9, this suspect would most likely have escaped.” (Chief Mark DeLuca)
