Duxbury Man Stabbed in Domestic Dispute

Late Thursday evening Duxbury Police responded to the report of a disturbance at an apartment complex on Tremont Street where a man reportedly was stabbed. On arrival, officers found the male victim suffering from a stab wound to his upper thigh. The investigation revealed that the victim and his girlfriend, who live together at the complex, had engaged in a heated verbal argument that turned physical, resulting in the female stabbing the male.

The victim was transported to a local hospital for treatment of his injuries by a Duxbury Fire Department ambulance. The female, identified as Toni Perry (51 yoa) of 30 Tremont Street Duxbury, was placed under arrest for aggravated assault and battery with a dangerous weapon. Perry was held on $20,000 overnight and was arraigned Friday morning at the Plymouth District Court. Duxbury Police were assisted at the scene by units from the Kingston Police Department. 
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
