FOR IMMEDIATE RELEASE – Duxbury Police arrested three juveniles on drug charges Sunday afternoon.  Officer Tom Johnson attempted to stop a blue Nissan Maxima for a traffic violation on Elm St.   The vehicle sped up and then drove into a nearby driveway.  The three occupants of the vehicle then fled on foot.  Officer Johnson then saw marijuana in the vehicle.  Officer Ryan Cavicchi and K-9 partner Zar responded to the scene to search for the subjects.  After a brief search Officer Christopher Coppage located the operator of the vehicle short distance away.  The operator fought with Officer Coppage, but was eventually restrained and placed in custody.  Officer Coppage suffered a minor injury during the arrest and was taken to Jordan Hospital for treatment.  Following his arrest, a substantial quantity of marijuana was seized from the operator.  A short time later, a local resident reported seeing two suspicious individuals near Wendell Pond Rd.  Arriving Officers identified them as the passengers from the Nissan and they were taken into custody.

The 16-year-old male operator of the vehicle was charged with Assault and Battery on a Police Officer, Resisting Arrest, Refusing to Stop for a Police Officer, Possession of a Class D. Substance with the Intent to Distribute, Minor in Possession of Alcohol, Speeding, and a Junior Operator’s License violation.

Both of the 16-year-old male passengers were charged with Possession of a Class D Substance.
